The story of Microsoft buying Bethesda to secure the rights to a marquis game should be a warning to regulators.  
 
  
 
Continued mergers of hardware makers and game developers will hurt competition, innovation, and consumers. 
This can be clearly discerned from other technology companies such as Facebook, Google, and Apple aquiring other 
companies to drown out competition.
